Furniture Selection
Following is a list of things to consider when you’re on the look out for quality kid furniture.

· The finish on any kid furniture should be smooth to the touch. The exception to this is a distressed finish, which is supposed to have that worn, aged look and feel to it. 

· Look for strong construction at the joints (or the spot where one part fits into another). 

· Cabinet doors should open and close with ease. 

· Quality kid furniture pieces will have well fit drawers that glide easily and have stops so the drawers don’t come right out. 

· Another sure sign of a quality drawer is that it has dovetail joints (joined with notches) and the interior is smooth and sealed.
