Health and Safety

1. Ensure that safety precautions are posted in room’s especially common area.

2. They sure that fire extinguishers and smoke alarms are working and readily accessible.

3. That cabinets for storing medicine are lockable

4. Electrical outlets are covered and potentially dangerous items are kept out of reach of children.

5. The place is clean and reasonably orderly, with designated space for “ messy” activities.

6. Ensure there is enough space for all the activities.

7. That there is enough age- appropriate toys, books puzzles, blocks. Etc
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
